The Minutes of the last meeting
      The minutes were agreed and signed by the Chairman.
2    BMX track


The Clerk reported on quotations so far received for the refurbishment of the track surface and for some limited land drainage. The Youth Club are making an application for grant funding to the Area Board at its next meeting on 26 January which should enable a jointly-funded project with the Parish Council after April. The precise specification for land drainage needs to be determined.

3   Recreation Ground trees


The Clerk reported that the next phase of tree maintenance would take place on 7 April. Replacement trees are not required but a programme of tree planting could be established within the Corporate Plan ‘Environment’ workstream (Mrs Ford Lead Member).

4   Playground equipment - annual inspection reports


The Clerk reported on the findings of two inspections conducted in September and January. A number of minor self-help maintenance items had been identified. The design of the Slider equipment, with squared-off edges rather than rounded, would be raised with the manufacturer before deciding how to proceed. 

5   Playground equipment - review of routine inspections


Mrs Whyman reported on her inspections and passed the register to Mr May, who undertook to perform inspections to the end of February.
6   Additional facilities planning


The Chairman suggested that a number of new facilities could be explored by this Group, as there had been some support for this in the Village Hall survey. Schemes such as outside table tennis, a tennis court, BBQ area/s, older people facilities, and a trim trail around the perimeter of the recreation ground were put forward. The Clerk undertook to research outdoor table tennis tables. This matter would also benefit Corporate Plan workstream for ‘Facilities and Well-being’ (Lead Members Mr May and Mrs Rowles).
